Randall has worked in every capacity possible at Lonesome Day Records and currently personally oversees each release from song selection to engineering and production. His long-term goal is to continue to stabilize the label with an already excellent staff and negotiate a distribution agreement so he can make records full-time. On that subject, he has plenty to say: “The power of music is astonishing. The subject matter of songs has not really changed over hundreds of years yet there is ‘new’ music created everyday and people still want it. I think we have done some records that will still be played years down the road. The music industry may change but it isn’t going anywhere. People will always want good music, they just may buy it in a different way.”
